What: CATF-5 played a vital and critical role in this disaster (both in support and 

operations) due to the extent of recovery efforts. Su & Riggs were the only team 
from California and this was the first-ever FEMA sponsored Search & Recovery 
Deployment in history. FEMA has always done Search & Rescue but this is a new 
program, since August of 2013. FEMA sent 20 human remain canine teams from 
across the country. Thirty-nine people have died and six are still missing. They will 
all recount their missions on this trip.
