
 

December 2010 Storms 

 

Recent heavy rainfall has resulted 

in several road closures.  

The 241 Toll Road will remain 

closed in both directions from the 

133 Toll Road junction to Santiago 

Canyon Road through Monday, 

December 27.  

The closure is due to mudslides that 

occurred during heavy rains on 

Wednesday, Dec. 22, at the Loma 

Ridge section of the 241 Toll Road, 

just south of the 261 Toll Road. 

During the continued closure the 

Transportation Corridor Agencies 

(operator of The Toll Roads) and 

Caltrans (owner of The Toll Roads) 

are working to clear debris, lower 

the slope adjacent to the roadway, 

dry out saturated soil and other 

necessary road work. A timeline for 

re-opening the lanes will be 

assessed on Monday, Dec. 27.  

Access to and from the 91 freeway:  

 To the 91 freeway: The 261 Toll Road remains open in both directions. Take 

the 261 northbound to the 241 northbound to the 91 freeway.  

 From the 91 freeway: Take the 241 southbound to the 261 southbound, or 

you may exit at Santiago Canyon Road. 

Access to and from South Orange County:  

 To South Orange County: The northbound 133 to the southbound 241 Toll 

Road toward South Orange County remain open.  

 From South Orange County: The northbound 241 Toll Road to the 

southbound 133 from South Orange County remains open.
